THE JOHN KNOX PRESBYTERY MEETING HIGHLIGHTS

May 15, 2007

· Shared an inspiring worship led by Elder and Commissioned Lay Pastor Terry McGinley, whose testimonial message was titled “The Power to Work Miracles” and was about his faith journey through kidney disease and transplant

· During the Committee on Ministry report, validated the ministry of Rev. Dan Duggan as Director of Clinical Pastoral Education at Goodwin House, Inc., Alexandria, VA, Rev. Hal Murry as Director of Field Education at Dubuque Seminary, and Kristin Schmor as Chaplain Resident at Gunderson Lutheran Medical Center, Lacrosse, WI, pending her ordination by Cascades Presbytery; approved spreading upon the minutes the Report of Terms of Call of Ministers and the Report of the Type of Work in Which Each Minister of John Knox Presbytery is engaged as of December 31, 2006; approved the renewal of validation of ministries for Revs. Gwen Brandfass, Mark Elsdon, Dietrich Gruen, Liz Liebenstein, Erica Liu, Eric Miller, and Lynne Smith; approved retaining as members at large Revs. Joy Bailey, Steven Bremer, Stewart Brooks, Nancy Enderle, David Hoffelt, and Jonathan Kipp;  voted to enroll Rev. Larry Suntken, Reformed Church of America, as a member of John Knox Presbytery for the duration of his service to Christ Presbyterian Church, Oelwein, IA; and approved moving Revs. Dan Duggan and Hal Murry from Member at Large to Active Member on the Presbytery rolls and moving Rev. Linda Kuhn from the active roll to the Member at Large roll

· During the Committee on Preparation for Ministry report, examined and voted to enroll Inquirers Andrew Crandall and Ramona Orton as Candidates for Ministry under the care of John Knox Presbytery

· Received the Committee on Representation report, and voted down a proposed Overture to General Assembly that would have made its committee optional rather than required in the Book of Order
· Heard a report on John Knox’s congregations involvement and support for Church World Service

· Shared a variety of Joys and Concerns from the Presbytery’s pastors and congregations

· During the Presbytery Council report, approved adding to the John Knox Manual of Operations language making funding youth attending Triennium during those years a priority; approved a revised 2007 Presbytery budget to reflect lower than previously projected revenues; adopted the 2006 Independent Auditor’s Report;  approved the sale of Christ Presbyterian Church, Madison, WI easement land to the city of Madison to better facilitate emergency vehicles traveling the adjoining street

· Participated in the second “Equipping the Saints” talks, reflections and discussions around the theme of forgiveness and grace, including a testimony by University of Dubuque student Kerri Allen on her experiences in Washington, D.C. following 9-11 and of racism in this area
· Received the Stated Clerk, Transitional Associate Executive Presbyter, and Presbytery Treasurer reports
